  Once your product is ordered, your team will presale products until they arrive (see PRESALES FORM under HOW IT WORKS, and then click on POLICIES AND FORMS)

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  The first funds collected through the sale of your product along with donations must be turned over to RandomKid within 30 days of receipt of your products, and every 30 days until sales are completed. RandomKid will distribute the funds to your cause on your behalf of your effort.

  10% of all funds raised through your project are paid forward to support and launch other youth projects around the country. This includes funding future projects that you may choose to do.

Note about splitting funds: RandomKid gives you the opportunity to split the funds you raise between a couple of good causes.  They can go to your primary cause above, and a secondary cause, like a related program at your school/youth org.  So let's say you're working to help kids with Club Foot walk again, by providing a corrective procedure.  While you're raising money for that, you could allocate a percent to your own physical education program--to keep your own school walking or doing other fitness related things.

Include how organizational/school funds will be used, and how many youth will benefit. We encourage you to use the funds for something tangible-- books, technology, equipment, etc.

Ex. 2: “For every $200 raised, we will provide $75 worth of modified gym equipment for 27 youth with special needs in our district, and $125 will go to purchasing modified swings for community parks, benefitting 400+ special needs youth.
